Please note that all persons play cricket AT THEIR OWN RISK and the Club is not responsible for any accident or injury sustained during cricketing activities.  We have public liability insurance of £5million but the Club does not carry personal injury insurance on players and you are advised to obtain this yourself.  Please note that the contents insurance we carry covers Club property only and not players’ personal property.

1) Please note that the Club does not take responsibility for vehicles etc hit and/or damaged by cricket balls.  You park round the cricket pitch at your own risk.

2) The Club encourages boys and girls to participate in the game of cricket.  The game itself can be dangerous but we will make sure that all efforts are made to ensure your child’s safety and well-being.  We hold Clubmark accreditation – which means that the ECB have recognised and approved the way we manage our Junior Section.  Our Junior Coaches all hold coaching certificates, are registered by the ECB, have been checked out by the CRB and are covered by personal liability insurance.  Some coaches have also completed courses in Health & Safety and all of them have done basic First Aid for sporting injuries.

3) We require that all players under the age of 18 years wear a cricket helmet for games with a hard ball when batting, keeping wicket or fielding within 8 yards of the wicket.  The Club only has a limited supply of helmets and it is advisable for young players to supply their own if possible.  Juniors are expected to wear whites for matches and practice sessions. We also follow the ECB guidelines on bowling limits for U-18s and the new ECB guidelines on juniors playing in adult matches – as follows:
Under 12 age group players (i.e. under 12 as at 01/09/09) and younger should not play in open age (adult) competitive cricket. 

Under 13 age group players (as at 01/09/09) can play in open age group competitive cricket, (i.e. players aged 12 and over) if considered by a qualified Level 2 coach or above that it is appropriate for their development. 

Under 13 players will need prior explicit written parental consent to play as this recognises the need for parents or guardians to be aware of the significance of allowing their young child to participate in open age competitive cricket rather than purely junior cricket.

Juniors from age group Under 14s are free to play open age cricket.

Please note that a parent should remain with their child for both matches and practice sessions if said child is still of primary school age.  Please note that parents are responsible for ensuring that children arrive at the venue of the game for all matches (both home and away) and practice sessions.  We appreciate that this may present practical difficulties however and by agreement with the team organiser or parent of another junior in the team, alternative arrangements can be made.

4) Please note that boys and girls are not allowed to share a changing room.  If your child is playing in a mixed team, it is recommended that they change at home.  Please note that juniors under the age of 16 are not allowed to share a changing room with senior players.  Once again it is recommended that they change at home.  

5) In addition to subs we charge a match fee for each game of cricket which is played against another club.  It is expected that ALL players will have their match fee ready to hand over at the end of each game they play and the current rates are as follows:

Junior Club Rules

Ley Hill Cricket Club is fully committed to safeguarding and promoting the wellbeing of all its members. The club believes that it is important that members, coaches, administrators and parents/carers associated with the club should, at all times, show respect, be encouraged to be open at all times and to share any concerns or complaints that they may have about any aspect of the club with any members of the Junior Coaching Team.  As a member of Ley Hill Cricket Club you are expected to abide by the following junior club rules:

· All members must play within the rules and respect officials and their decisions

· All members must respect opponents

· Members should keep to agreed timings for training and competitions or inform their coach or team manager if they are going to be late

· Members must wear suitable kit for training and match sessions, as agreed with the coach/team manager

· Members must pay any fees for training or events promptly

· Junior members are not allowed to smoke on club premises or whilst representing the club at competitions

· Junior members are not allowed to consume alcohol or drugs of any kind on the club premises or whilst representing the club

· Intimidation and Bullying of other members or opponents will not be tolerated

· All members must respect the club property and kit 

· Any Junior member who does not comply with these rules may have their membership terminated
