RULE CHANGES

It is necessary for the Club to make some minor rule changes in order to comply with the Clubmark model and in accordance with our constitution, such changes have to be ratified by the AGM. Our existing rules meet the Clubmark standard apart from a few “tweaks” and additions to ensure that we have worded them in accordance with Clubmark requirements.  These amendments have been agreed by both the Clubmark Sub-Committee and the full Committee.

In addition, the Clubmark Sub-Committee is proposing that the age at which a Junior has to pay a Student membership is raised from 14 to 16.  This is because this age was originally fixed at a time when boys normally left school at 14 – at least 50 years ago – and the Sub-Committee would like to see this age now brought in line with the current school leaving age of 16.

A further rule change is proposed – that which states Captains and Vice-Captains are elected by the AGM.  During my 30 years association with LHCC, I have seen this lead to several summers where Captains found they had a Vice-Captain with whom they had no common ground, could not reach agreement or actively disliked (and vice versa).  This ultimately used to affect the entire team and their performances so I would therefore like to propose that the rule is changed so that only Captains are elected and are then free to choose their own Vice-Captain.  
A separate sheet is enclosed showing the existing rules and the proposed changes.  Please note that if you wish to make counter proposals against these changes, Eleanor must receive them by Friday 5th November so that they can be circulated to and considered by everyone prior to the meeting.  Verbal or written counter proposals which are put forward from the floor at the meeting cannot be considered (Rule 49). All the Captains were present at the committee meeting where these recommendations were agreed, and all agreed that the different rates for Non-League matches are very difficult to administer.  It was therefore decided to simplify matters by charging the same amount for match fees for League and Non-League games.

If a member plays Saturday and Sunday the same weekend he gets a reduction of £2 from the fee for the Sunday game.  Any member not having paid his subs by the 17th May deadline runs the risk of having his match fees DOUBLED until his subs are received.
