2) Please note that the Club does not take responsibility for vehicles etc hit and/or damaged by
cricket balls. You park round the cricket pitch at your own risk.

3) In addition to subs we charge a match fee for each senior week-end game of cricket which is
played against another club. It is expected that ALL players will have their match fee ready
to hand over at the end of each game they play and the current rates are shown below.

4) We require that all players under the age of 18 years (on 1/9/08) wear a cricket helmet for
games with a hard ball when batting, keeping wicket or fielding within 8 yards of the wicket.
The Club only has a limited supply of helmets and it is advisable for young players to supply
their own if possible. We also follow the ECB guidelines on bowling limits for U-18s. Juniors
are expected to wear whites for matches and practice sessions.
